Possessives
Used to show ownership or possession. Use “ ´s “ to show possession for specific nouns.
For example: Peter´s motorcycle
	The building´s structure

If the noun is plural or ends in “s”, put the apostrophe after the word- do not add another “s”
For example:	The cat's favorite food is tuna. (one cat)
The cats' favorite food is tuna. (more than one cat)
Parents -> the parents' children
Computers -> the computers' manufacturer

If the noun is not specifically named, we use possessive adjectives to show ownership.
I (yo)- my (mi) 					Sasha is my dog.
You (tú) – your (tu)				Your new dress is pretty.
He (él) – his (su, de él)				He is reading his book.
She (ella)– her (su, de ella)			She is driving her car.
It – its (NOT it´s) (su)				Its color is purple.
We (nosotros/as) – our (nuestro/a)		Our grandma is 96 years old.
They (ellos/as) – their (su, de ellos/as)		Their farm produces pumpkins.

If the noun is understood, we use possessive pronouns to show ownership.
I – mine (mio/mia)			Is this your car? – Yes, it is mine.
You – yours (tuyo/tuya)			Whose cake is this? – It is yours.
He – his (suyo/suya)			Whose book is this? – It is his.
She – hers (suyo/suya)			Is this your purse? – No, it is hers.
We – ours (nuestro)			Is this your garden? - Yes, it is ours.
They – theirs (suyo/a)			Who owns this house? – It is theirs.
